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Colorful ‘Cyber Skeptic’ Entertains, Enlightens Class of ‘98

The flamboyant Clifford Stoll, the self pro-
claimed “cyber skeptic” whose Internet
search cracked an international espionage
ring, educated and entertained graduates of
SUNY Institute of Technology at Utica/Rome
at the college’s 24th annual commencement
on May 9.

Stoll, astrophysicist, astronomer and au-
thor, had the class of ‘98 listening and laugh-
ing with his unusual blend of wisdom and
wit. Approximately 800 graduates joined the
ranks of SUNY Utica/Rome alumni as they
received bachelor’s or master’s degrees.

Stoll was honored with an honorary Doc-
tor of Science degree from the State Univer-
sity of New York. Ray Halbritter, federal rep-
resentative for the Oneida Indian Nation,
received an honorary Doctor of Humane
Letters degree.

Nearly a decade ago, somewhat unwit-
tingly, Stoll became the subject of front page
headlines in publications throughout the
world when his Internet search tracked a
group of spies through a literal world wide
computer web. The discovery of the covert
operation sent shockwaves through the U.S.
government’s security agencies as Stoll un-
covered that spies were selling sensitive in-
formation to the KGB in exchange for co-
caine and money.

His best-selling book, “The Cuckoo’s Egg:
Tracking a Spy Through the Maze of Com-
puter Espionage,” documents how his pur-
suit of a 75-cent accounting error on an in-
voice and his diligent digging via Internet av-
enues led to the espionage ring. Stoll has

since consulted with the Na-
tional Computer Security
Conference, the National
Security Agency, the U.S.
Department of the Treasury,
the U.S. Department of En-
ergy, the U.S. Air Force
Electronic Security Com-
mand, the Office of the Joint
Chiefs of Staff, and the In-
ternational Conference on
Computers and Law.

He has also authored sev-
eral articles regarding com-
puter security and comput-
ers and education and has
written a second book, “Sili-
con Snake Oil: Second
Thoughts on the Informa-
tion Highway.”

Stoll has become widely
popular as a speaker and
media guest due partly to his
colorful style and provoca-
tive thoughts regarding the
dangers of computer use in
education. That subject was
of particular interest to
SUNY Utica/Rome’s large
group of graduates entering
computer and technology-
related careers.

Halbritter Recognized

the Oneida Indian Nation - and revitalized
aregion, as he has built a gaming enterprise
that now employs more than 5,500 and has
an annual payroll of more than $55 million.

It was in recognition of Halbritter's many
scholarly achievements, including writings,
lectures, testimonies and presentations that
he was presented the prestigious honorary
doctorate degree. He has become one of the
world’s most respected authorities and
spokesmen concerning the rights of indig-
enous people.

Many of Halbritter's lectures and presen-
tations have been published, including "The
Economic History of the Haudenosaunee,"
which was presented at the United Nations
Conference on Discrimination of Indigenous
Peoples of the Western Hemisphere; and
"Nationalism: No Longer a Domestic Dis-
pute," presented at the New York University
School of Law Symposium.

In 1995, the New York University Jour-
nal of International Law and Politics pub-
lished his article, "Empowerment or Depen-
dence? The Practical Value and Meaning of
Native American Sovereignty."

Among Halbritter's many accomplish-
ments on behalf of the Oneida Indian Na-
tion is the recognition of the Nation's tradi-
tional government. Halbritter successfully
convinced the United States government to
confirm the original Native government as
the legitimate representative of a Native
American Nation. He also secured recogni-
tion from the U.S. government for the

HSM Survey Shows Graduates Hard at Work

As announced in the Spring 1998 issue of
Alumni News, SUNY Utica/Rome’s under-
graduate Health Services Management (HSM)
program is in the process of applying for a
membership in the Association of University
Programs in Health Administration (AUPHA).
AUPHA is a prestigious, nationally-recognized,
professional organization for health manage-
ment programs. An important part of the
AUPHA application process is to evaluate the
program from the perspectives of graduates.
To evaluate current trends in the academic
program, surveys were sent this past Febru-
ary to 1987 through 1997 HSM graduates.

About 40 (142) percent of the graduates
completed the survey. A summary of the sur-
vey findings appear below:

e 92.25 percent of all graduates are currently
employed.

* The most frequent types of facilities cur-
rently employing HSM SUNY Utica/Rome
graduates are: nursing homes, hospitals,
insurance firms, managed care organiza-
tions, and private businesses.

e Salary ranges reported were $20,000 to
$34,999 (32 percent) and $35,000 to
$50,000 (30 percent).

* 34.8 percent of graduates have a nurse
home administrator’s license.

e 81.7 percent of graduates completed an
internship as part of the HSM program.

* 67 percent of graduates said they pursue
Continuing Education Units.

* 34 percent of graduates have continued
their formal education.

* 56 percent of graduates are involved in
professional organizations.

* 73 percent of graduates said they strongly
agreed that the HSM program enhanced
their ability to succeed professionally.

The HSM faculty is grateful to all of the
graduates who participated in this survey. They
also thank Janice Havranek (M.S.B.M. ‘98), who
helped design the survey, and analyzed the
survey data. We have shared the survey results
with members of the HSM Advisory Council, and
have included them in our self-study guide in
our AUPHA application. An update of the

AUPHA application process will be published in

the Spring 1999 edition of Alumni News.

Telecom Professionals, Students ‘Re-Engineering’

The role of the telecommunications profes-
sional has certainly changed over just the past
few years and it will undoubtedly continue to do
S0 at an even faster rate as we race toward the
next millennium. Therefore, itis critical that both
current students as well as telecommunications
alumni share in this “re-engineering” process in
order to ensure a prominent role for themselves
in the present and in the future. This article is
intended to identify those critical areas that we,
at SUNY Institute of Technology, have found to
be among the most insightful with respect to the
metamorphosis which is occurring within the
domain of the evolving telecommunications pro-
fessional.

First and foremost we need to take a stab at
defining what constitutes a telecommunications
professional. As one such definition consider the
following description which we in the telecom-
munications department at SUNY have adopted:
“a telecommunications professional is actively
involved in the application of technical knowl-
edge and methodology combined with manage-
rial decision-making skills in support of telecom-
munications-related activities
(e.g. transmission engineer-

more the job function requires the application of
aparticular skill set as opposed to requiring both
a technical basis along with a “problem solving”
ability. In terms of the educational background
it is assumed that the two-year associate’s de-
gree leads to the job function most commonly
referred to as “technician,” whereas a four-year
degree in telecommunications can prepare some-
one to follow a career path that eventually leads
to that of a telecommunications manager or ona
parallel track to the telecommunications engi-
neer both of which occupy the domain of a tele-
communications professional. It has been aptly
pointed out that both types of positions require a
strong technical foundation and a problem solv-
ing orientation. This would seem to indicate that
what is needed to be successful is more than sim-
ply a passing knowledge of the applications of
theory as it relates to the highly complex tele-
communications field.

Telecommunications professionals must not
only be technically competent but they must also
posses the “mindset” that emphasizes the appli-
cation of technology and, consequently, they
must have a very broad understanding of their
discipline. Thiswould require the individual have
aworking knowledge of both the immediate and

tangible. Moreover, it is not a mere coincidence
that the gap between the two-year technician
degree and the four-year telecommunications
degree has widened. The difference is not merely
accountable to the two additional years of col-
lege. It has more to do with rigorous analytical
attributes required of the four-year student while
at the same time maintaining the ever important
“hands-on” education often relegated to that of
purely technical schools which do not offer an
interdisciplinary telecommunications degree.

Added to the mix is a strong business founda-
tion that includes economics, accounting, finan-
cial management, and quantitative analysis.

To a large degree the situation that graduates
of SUNY Institute of Technology have faced at is
representative of the majority of four-year col-
lege graduates who have a technical degree which
there are many more positions than graduates
available to fill them. In other words it's an ideal
time to be a telecommunications graduate. Many
of the positions that our graduates have been
hired to fill include those that were traditionally
filled by electrical engineering graduates (BSEE)
and as a result the average starting salary has
risen precipitously. The reason that so many of

Pursuing this definition in more detail, this
model (see Figure 1) attempts to differentiate
between the educational equivalency of what tra-
ditionally constitutes required job skills from that
of a theoretical background in a technically re-
lated academic discipline such as telecommuni-
cations. The categorical typology (e.g. 1,2, 3,4)
refers to the Appendix which includes represen-
tative job descriptions for those individuals who
have been prepared in an institution of higher
learning for a technically related discipline which,
in this instance, is Telecommunications.

This scale represents a somewhat more
streamlined and idealized model of the telecom-
munications technology spectrum ranging from
the “pure” technician to the “pure” technologist.
The farther one moves to the left of the scale, the

strategic direction of their operation while con-
tinually redefining how to most readily apply
technology to attain their organization’s “bottom
line” objectives. Herein the notion of “bottom
line” is not merely a profitability indicator for
one’s organization but more appropriately a re-
turn on investment specific to telecommunica-
tions related expenditures.

Turning back the clock to 1985 which was the
inaugural year for the SUNY Institute of Tech-
nology telecommunications program, conceiv-
ably the role of the telecommunications profes-
sional was less clearly defined than it is today.
As technology has advanced over the last two
decades, while the role of the telecom professional
has become more sophisticated, demanding and

nology, have been quick to “pick up the slack.”

In conclusion, telecommunications profession-
als find themselves poised at a crucial moment,
in preparing to meet the needs of their respec-
tive stakeholders. Senior level managers are be-
coming acutely aware of the need for a pool of
technically oriented professionals who espouse
the necessary skills and business acumen to em-
power the organization. By continuing to evolve,
today’s telecommunications professional can take
the necessary steps to prepare oneself in order
to effectively manage the constant change and
altering workplace arrangements. The bottom
line is that it is a universally accepted truth that
the individual is ultimately responsible for con-
tinually developing and investing in his or her
own “human capital.”
