“Peter Spina is moving
SUNVYIT in the right direction, and
we are pleased we will continue
to have the benefit of his leader-
ship.”

the community to meet the needs
of students now and in the years
ahead.”

From 1981 to 1999 Spina was
President of Monroe Community
College in Rochester, N.Y., the
largest multi-campus community
college in upstate New York. From
1999 to 2003, he was Founding
Executive Director of the Institute
for Community College Develop-
ment at Cornell University, a pro-
fessional leadership development
and research partnership between
SUNY and Cornell University.
From 2003 until assuming the du-
ties of Interim President at SUNYIT
in June 2004, he served as interim
president at Thomas Nelson Com-
munity College, in Hampton and
Williamsburg, Va.

Named President Emeritus of
Monroe Community College in
1999, Dr. Spina is the recipient
of a number of honors recogniz-
ing his academic leadership and
community service, including the
Association of Presidents of Public
Community Colleges Presidential
Service Award and the Greater
Rochester Chamber of Commerce
Civic Medal. In 1999, he was
named the first honorary lifetime
member of the American Associa-
tion of Community Colleges.

Mele Room Dedicated
in Cayan Library

Friends, family, and colleagues
gathered September 22 in the
Cayan Library to honor the mem-
ory of Edward V. Mele, the late
chairman of Mele Manufacturing,
Inc. of Utica, N.Y.

A dedication ceremony was
held to formally name the “Edward
V. Mele/Mele Foundation Room”
in recognition of a $100,000 gift
from The Mele Foundation. The

gift will permanently endow a
new SUNYIT student scholarship
in Mr. Mele’s honor. Speakers
at the ceremony included Ms.
Robbin Mele, spouse of the late
Edward Mele; Mr. Joseph E. Mele,
President of the Mele Foundation;
Dr. Theodore Max, Member of the
SUNYIT Foundation and College
Council; Dr. Peter A. Spina, In-
terim President of SUNYIT; and Dr.
Peter J. Cayan, President Emeritus.
A photograph of Mr. Mele and a
bronze plaque were unveiled dur-
ing the ceremony and are displayed
permanently in the Mele Room.

Edward V. Mele became presi-
dent of Mele Manufacturing in
1951 and was active in the com-
munity until his death in January
2003 at age 84. He served on the
boards of trustees of the State
University of New York and the
SUNY Construction Fund, and was
also active in many community
organizations.

The Edward V. Mele/Mele
Foundation Room is the largest
reading room in the Cayan Library.
Located on the second floor, the
Mele Room features a fireplace and
offers views of the north campus
lawn and Kunsela Hall. The $14
million Cayan Library was dedi-
cated in 2003.

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Alum says education
advanced his career

SUNYIT’s 20,000 alumni are
successful in all walks of life, and
in many professions—including
law enforcement. No one has had
more success close to home than
Rome native Otto Panara, now
Interim Chief of Police for the City
of Rome Police Department.

By the time he was in his early
20s, Panara knew he wanted a law
enforcement career. The son of a
dry cleaner and tailor, he gradu-
ated from Rome Free Academy
in 1953 and spent the next five
years working in his father’s busi-
ness, Superior Dry Cleaners, and
working at a local gas station. In
1958, he was drafted, and for two
years, he served as a corporal in
the U.S. Army, stationed in Korea.
Back home, he applied to become
a state trooper but encountered a
hiring freeze.

Determined to purse a law
enforcement career, Panara turned
to local police work. In 1965, he
became a Rome Police Department
patrolman, a position he held until
1973. His duties were diverse:
patrolling the downtown area,
checking businesses, handling
auto accidents and domestic dis-
putes, breaking up bar fights.

Panara recalls those early years
on the force with satisfaction. He
remembers helping a woman and
her children escape from a fire in a
second floor apartment above the
Rome Bowling Center. Another
time, he identified an arsonist flee-
ing a burning building on North

Washington Street by recognizing
the man’s companion: his ever-
present large dog. “Walking a beat
gives anyone an education of what
police work is. You take care of
things by yourself,” he explains.
“It allows an officer to help people.
They knew we were there 24 hours
a day”

Despite working long hours,
Panara decided to continue his
education. First, he attended
Mohawk Valley Community Col-
lege, earning an associate’s degree
in police science in 1972; he was
the first Rome Police Department
member to earn a college degree in
police science.

In Rome

In 1974, Panara enrolled at
SUNYIT, then Upper Division
College. Taking classes three nights
a week and Saturdays, writing pa-
pers and studying for exams — plus
working full-time in the Rome
Police Department — provided
challenges, but Panara didn’t mind.
“I really liked what I was doing,”
he says.

Most helpful to Panara were
criminal justice courses, especially
those taught by former Syracuse
Police Chief Thomas Sardino and
by the late Utica attorney and
one-time mayor Stephen Pawlinga.
In instructor John MacEnroe’s
administration courses, Panara



learned budgeting and managing
subordinates. SUNYIT’s psychol-
ogy courses were valuable too.
“They helped me bring people
together.”

In 1977, Panara graduated from
SUNYIT cum laude with a bache-
lor’s degree in professional studies,
criminal justice. He’s proud of that
achievement, recognizing the role
education played in his career
advancement. “SUNYIT’ program
gave me an excellent foundation to
further my accomplishments in the
law enforcement field,” he says.

Panara’s advancement contin-
ued. He was an investigator in the
Juvenile Aid Division from 1973
to 1978; he became a sergeant
and commander of that division in
1978; he was a liaison between the
Rome Civil Defense Council and
Rome Auxiliary Police from 1978
to 1985; he served as lieutenant
and assistant watch commander
in 1987; he became captain and
watch commander in 1989. From
1994 to 1996, he juggled duties
as day watch commander, deputy
chief and detective division com-
mander. In 1995, Panara became
deputy chief of police.

Throughout his career, Panara
has received commendations, plus
exceptional service and depart-
mental meritorious service awards.
In 1988, he earned the New York
State Juvenile Officer of the Year
award.

Panara is especially proud
of his work with juveniles. He’s
visited schools, teaching children
how to stay safe and become good
citizens. Although he usually wore
plain clothes as an investigator,
he always wore his uniform when
visiting schools. “T had nothing but
positive responses from kids,” he
says. “It's meaningful to have offi-
cers in schools to get on a personal
basis with them.”

Now, as interim police chief,
Panara, 68, works 60-plus hour

weeks, managing the 74-person
department. He oversees special
investigations, training, patrol,
juvenile aid, accident reconstruc-
tion, canine and mountain bike
patrols, and a special response
team. As interim police chief, he
attends more meetings and is more
visible. The most challenging part
of the job? “Being every place at
once,” he says with a smile.

To relax, Panara and his wife,
Judith, enjoy traveling to Saratoga,
the Finger Lakes and to New York
City, where their son, Christopher,
lives. Occasionally, Panara watches
“Law and Order,” which he calls
“semi-realistic.” He likes antique
cars: he owns a 1927 Model T
Ford, as well as a Harley David-
Son.

Having risen through the ranks
to the top of the department,
Panara still has some goals. He

hopes for an auxiliary building
for training and forensic investiga-
tions, and he’d like the department
to acquire a snowmobile to help
patrol rural areas.

How long will he remain Rome

Hospital, New Hartford, N.Y.

He was a Fellow and a Member
of the Board of Governors of the
American College of Surgeons, and
is a current or past member of a
number of other professional orga-
nizations, including the American
College of Surgeons, New York
State Department of Health Board
for Professional Medical Conduct,
Central New York Academy of
Medicine, and the Medical Society
of the State of New York..

He has held teaching appoint-
ments at the University of Roches-
ter, where he was Senior Instructor
in Surgery. He is also active as a
facilitator and board member of
the Mohawk Valley Institute for
Learning in Retirement.

Dr. Max is the recipient of the
American Medical Association’s
Physicians Recognition Award, and
has been profiled in Whos Who
in Medicine and Healthcare, and
Who’s Who in the World.

He is
currently the Associate Executive
Director of United Cerebral Palsy
of the Utica Area, Inc. From 1993
to 1998, he served as Oneida
County Comptroller. Educated in
the Utica public schools, he is a
1984 graduate of SUNYIT.

Donovan is also involved in a
number of community organiza-
tions; he serves as treasurer of
Utica Dollars for Scholars, chair-
man of the Oneida County Sports
Facility Authority, and treasurer of
the North Utica Little League. He is
the recipient of both the “40 under
40” and “Accent on Excellence”
community leadership awards.

Each campus of the State Uni-
versity of New York is advised by
a 10-member council. Nine mem-
bers are appointed by the governor
to serve six-year terms; the tenth
member is a student elected annu-
ally by the student body on each
campus. The College Council is
entrusted with broad powers of
advice and counsel; members are
concerned with all major insti-
tutional policy decisions, setting
academic standards, budget review
and all manner of decisions that
affect students’ well-being.

MVILR donation paved the way for defibrillator program

In official surveys, the SUNYIT
campus always gets high marks
from students for safety and se-
curity. Now, thanks to some new
equipment the campus is even
safer.

Automatic External Defibril-
lators — AED’s — are now avail-
able in all campus buildings.
Increasingly used in a variety
of public locations, AED’s save
lives by delivering an electrical
shock to restart the heart of some-
one suffering from cardiac arrest.

SUNYIT’ defibrillators are in
seven locations:

» Cayan Library, on the wall near
the main entrance and circula-
tion desk

e Donovan Hall, the hallway
outside the School of Nursing
& Health Systems office

¢ Adirondack Hall, on the wall in
the vestibule entrance to the
main office and mailbox area

e Mohawk Hall, on the wall in
the vestibule entrance to the
main office and mailbox area

Heading the effort to install
the units and make sure enough
people are properly trained to use
them are University Police Officer
Joseph Piazza, and Environmen-
tal Health & Safety Officer Mark
Fairbrother.

“Joe had to put together appro-
priate documentation, notify the
proper off-campus agencies, and
put together a procedures manual,”
Fairbrother said. “He’s also been
instrumental in training volunteers
in the use of the units.” The first of
the AED’s was donated to the cam-
pus by the Mohawk Valley Institute
for Learning in Retirement; the rest
of the $2,000 units were purchased
with campus funds.

The units can be used by anyone
who have received CPR and AED
training; Piazza has already trained
more than 30 faculty and staff




volunteers and will invite others
to take part in the four-hour train-
ing course in the months ahead.
“For every minute cardiac arrest
victims go without defibrillation,
their survival rate decreases by 10
percent,” Piazza said. “Training in
the proper operation of the AED’s
is critical, and we're fortunate that
a number of people have already
come forward and are trained.”

Fairbrother and Piazza said any
time you are present when a medi-
cal emergency occurs on campus,
you should immediately call Uni-
versity Police at ext. 111 or 7105.
In cases where a defibrillation unit
is removed from its cabinet in one
of the campus buildings, a local
alarm will sound but Police should
be contacted so medical respond-
ers can be called as needed.

Hall of Famer
takes associate
head coach’s spot

The last time Tom Murphy
and Kevin Grimmer shared the
same side of a basketball court the
results were quite remarkable.

With Murphy as head coach
and Grimmer anchoring the post,
the men’s basketball team at Ham-
ilton College produced an 82-21
record from 1977-81, along with
two ECAC championships. High-
lights during that span include
Murphy being honored as the
National Coach of the Year in
1979 and Grimmer being named
a NCAA Division IIT All-America
in 1981.

The two have reunited 23 years
later as Murphy joins the SUNYIT
athletics staff after an amazing 34-
year career in athletics at Hamilton.
Grimmer, director of athletics and
men’s basketball coach at SUNYIT,
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Tom Murphy

has announced that Murphy joins
the Wildcats this season as an
associate head coach for men’s
basketball.

“Coach Murphy brings an
enormous amount of experi-
ence and achievement to SUNYIT
athletics — not just for the men’s
basketball team, but for our entire
program,” says Grimmer. “As the
Wildcat sports program continues

to emerge we are truly fortunate
to have Coach Murphy join us
to help guide SUNYIT athletics
down the road to prominence in
the SUNYAC.”

Murphy, a member of the
New York State, Greater Utica
and SUNY Sports Halls of Fame,
brings impressive credentials
across the valley to SUNYIT. His
basketball coaching achievements
feature a 128-14 record - includ-
ing a national high school record
of 104 consecutive victories — at
Union Academy in Belleville. At
Hamilton his teams amassed a 602-
263 record, made 30 postseason
tournament appearances and had
16 twenty-win seasons. Murphy
coached 20 All-Americans and
two national players of the year at
Hamilton.

As Hamilton’s director of ath-
letics from 1979-2002, Murphy
oversaw the development of 12
additional varsity sports programs

and many major building projects,
including the Bundy Scott Field-
house, Bristol Swimming Pool,
Love Field, Ade Fitness Center and
the renovation of the Sage Rink.
He has directed the premier sum-
mer basketball camp in the area
at Hamilton and also raised the
second largest amount of money
of any NCAA TII school in the
nation with the Coaches vs. Cancer
campaign.

Murphy holds B.S. and M.Ed.
degrees from Springfield College
in Massachusetts and lives with his
wife, Joanne, in Clinton, N.Y.

“I am extremely happy to join
the SUNYIT family,” says Murphy.
“Ilook forward to the coming years
and hope that I can make a posi-
tive contribution to the athletics
program at SUNYIT.”
